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PARTICIPATION AND COMPOSITION OF TEAMS

There will be a competition organised in the following categories:

School teams, boys
School t2ams, girls
Selected teams, boys
Selected teams, girls

In Both boyvs and girs categories a country must have entered a school team before being
allowed to enter a selected t2am in the zame category.

All students in the boys school team must have been enrclled at the same school since the
beginning of the school year 201072011.
&ll students in the girls school team must have been enrclled at the same achool since the
beginning of the school year 2010/2011.

All students of selecied teams must have been enrolled at a school in the country concerned
gince the baginning of the school year 20102011,

Each delegafion (one or more teams) shall nominate a Head of Delegation who shall be
rezponzible for the team or teams in hig'her delegation. Hefshe may not combing the
functions of head of delegation and coach.

Afull delegation will comprize 30 perscns: a head of delegation, a deputy head of delegation,
4 teachersftrainers and 24 athletes (4 teams of 6 athletes).

Each participating country haz the right to include a maximum of 2 additional adults
whose funciion must be specified: doctor, physiotherapist, interpreter, securty personnel,
ministerial representative, journalist.....

Amy other additional perzonz will not be conziderad part of the official delegation and will
not be accredited by the OC.

Athletes must be enrclled as fulldtime studentz in the country which they reprezent and
must have been born in 1994, 1935 or 1996, MNeither older nor younger athlstes will be
accepted!

School teams must provide a document certifying that each athlete of the team is enrclied
at that echool. Athletes of selected t2ams must provide a document cerfifying that they are
enrclled in a school in the country which they represent.

Each participaling team must be nominated officially by the school sport authority in the
ISF member country.

Before the start of the Championship each delegation shall prezent to the Control

Commission:

- payment of the balance owing or procf that this has been paid.

- for each student, a passport or official identity card bearing photo, Family name,
Firat name, date of birth and nationality.

- the document certifying each student in a school team i normally registered at that
achool and that each student of a selected team iz enrolled in & 2chool in the country
which they represent.
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INTERNATIONAL GET-TOGETHER (MATIOMS' NIGHT)

Delegations are required to take part in an evening “International Get-together” organised
with the aim of encouraging exchanges between the different cultures of participating
countriez. The young people are invited to introduce and to promote their countries and
their culture in an criginal faghion. Each delegation s to organise a stand at the “Tourist
Fair "on the theme “Suppose you came to spend your holidays in my country? This
presentation may be made in the form of leaflets, video, CD, photos or other original ideas,
for example by offering a taste of typical culinary specialities (dishes, drinkz). On addition
each delsgation may, if it wighes, introduce a facet of its countrys culture on stage (the
atage iz yours — dances, 2ongs, sketches ) maximum £ minutes.

COMMUNICATION

Each day's results along with important information from the OC will be publizhed in the
daily bulletin.
In addition the ISF intemet site will be updated regularhy.

DATES

Delegations will arrive on Saturday 13 June 2011.
Delegations will depart after breakfast on Thursday 23 June 2011.

When the distance between Bydgoszez and the capital of a participating countrny on another
continent exceseds S000 kilomeires the delsgation may extend their stay by arriving one
day earlier or l2aving one day later and have to inform Crganizing Committee about it latest
on the 15th May.

The organization of an extended stay for the delegation (before or after the event) is a matter
for the country concerned. It shall not be the responsibility of the Organizing Committes.
The organiserz will be able to give you information on aliernative accommaodation in the
area for your use outside the period of the Championship and for those accompanying the
delegation.

The balance of the sum dus shall be paid in cash by the Head of Delegation on arrival in
Bydgoszez. Payment by bank andior credit cards will not be accepied.

Each member of a delegation must pay an I5F levy of 25 EUR in accordance with current

ISF regulations. This zum iz to be paid to the Organizing Committee before the start of the
championship (I5F GCR 7.11).

Each participating country may include in its delegation a maximum of 2 additional persons.
For these perzons the charges are 84 EUR each in a single room, 42 EUR each for 2
additional persons sharing a double or twin-bedded room and 42 EUR for an additional
perzon who sharez a room with ancther adult member of the delegation {coach) ; for
a double room (1 additional perscn + 1 feacher ) at 42 EUR per night. Such requests
zhould be made by the country concemed.

When the distance betwesen Bydgoszez and the capital of a paricipating country on ancther
continent exceeds 5000 kilometres the delegation may extend their stay by arriving one
day earlier or leaving one day later at the normal daily rate of 42 EUR.

Each country iz reguired to provide insurance for each member of its delegation. At
a minimum the insurance is to cover civil liakility, material damage and medical costs.
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ENTRIES
The forms, duly complsted and signed by the organization responsible for school sport
must reach the organiser at the latest by 15 May 2011.

It is an eszential requiremeant that you give the organizer all the information requestsd in
the bulletin.

You must 22nd a named identity photograph of each member of the delegation if possitle
by e-mail {in jpg format) or by post by 15 May 2011.

TECHNICAL INFORMATION

All competitions will be organised inaccordance with the rules of the International Aszociation
of Athletic Federations {lAAF) and specific rules of Memarial Jean Humbert (MJH).

PRIZE-GIVING

Each participant will receive a commemorative cerificate.
The teams finishing first, sscond and third will be rewarded with medals and trophies.

The ISF Fair Play Trophy will ke awarded to a delegation by the Disciplinary Commizgion
following consultation with the ISF TC, the delegations and the Crganising Commities.

CONTROL COMMISSION

In accordance with General Competition Rules the Organising Committee will designate

a Confrol Commisgion compozed of:
1} 7 reprezentatives of the 1SF Athletice Technical Commission
2) 1 reprezentative of the Organizing Committee

At accreditation, the head of delegation must zetile with the organisers the balance to be
paid including any bank charges and will prezent the following documents to the Confrol
Commission:

1) Proof of payment of the balance including any bank charges.

2) The passport (or identity card) of every athlete bearing Family name, First name,
photograph, nationality and date of birth.

3) A letter from the school confirming that all athletes are full time students at the
schoaol.

4) Travel insurance for each member of its delegation. At a minimum the insurance is
to cover civil lability, material damage and meadical costs.

3) 1 photograph of 2ach member of the official delegation if these were not submitted

at the time requested.

When checking iz complete, each parficipant will receive a photographic identity card which
will allow himfher access to the competitions, activities and meals.

The Control Commission will fulfil all the obligations stated in the |15F General Competition
